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Class 3 Newsletter
Term 2

English
Our first English writing focus for Term 2 will be The Tin Forest by Helen Ward. Children will look into the theme of Hope and Healing. They will explore the main character and the journey he goes through in clearing up the rubbish around his little house and transforming it into a beautiful forest of tin.

We will also be using the book Until I Met Dudley by Roger McGough and Chris Riddell. The theme of this interesting book are Invention and Innovation. Children will write their own explanation texts, inventing their own imaginary responses to the question of how they work, before researching and describing them properly. 

Our final book is The Iron Man by Ted Hughes and illustrated by Laura Carlin in which children will explore the devices of mystery and suspense.  They will write a range of different texts-types including letters, a news bulletin and a logbook entry.
Guiding Reading
This term we are reading Skygazing by Anna Claybourne – a fascinating non-fiction book where the children will explore the sky in the night and day. In The Wild Robot by Peter Brown, children will follow the journey of the Rozzum Unit 7137 as she learns and develops on a strange, remote and mysterious island. 

Spelling
Our weekly spellings will match what has been taught in school. The spellings are split into Year 3 and Year 4, with some optional tricky words for those who love a challenge. 

Maths
Addition and subtraction
· Add up to two 3 and 4 digit numbers
· Add and subtract up to two 4-digit numbers – across a 10, 100, 1000 
· Solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction
· Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers
· Solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction
Science
States of Matter 

Explore and discover solids, liquids and gases. Investigate, experiment and evaluate the processes of boiling, freezing, evaporation and condensation. Discover how water travels around the water cycle. Children will compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases.

Geography
The Amazon
The Amazon River: understand that the Amazon River is so long, that it flows through completely different environments and landscapes on its journey to the sea.
The Amazon Rainforest: understand the Amazon Rainforest is located in the north of South America, along the equator. Parts of it are in Brazil, Peru, Columbia, Venezuela, Ecuador, Bolivia and Guyana. Know that the majority of the Amazon Rainforest is located within Brazil.
Human Geography: understand that within the Amazon rainforest, there are different types of settlement.
